Establishing a SPATIAL Chapter

Step #1 

Secure a copy of the SPATIAL Chapter Affiliation Application by sending an application request to spatialsc@yahoo.com. 
Step #2 
Submit the initial application promptly to the state coordinator. Be among the first one hundred chapters that submit chapter applications to SPATIAL and you'll receive a certificate as a 100 Charter SPATIAL Chapter. 

Step #3 
Solicit membership fees of $5.00 per school year from all SPATIAL student  members and faculty advisors. 
Please give special attention to the following guidelines.
a. Affiliation fees are 10% of the chapter dues submitted by student and professional members of the local SPATIAL chapter.  Chapters may pay their total fees by check or money order.
b. Affiliation fees must be received by SPATIAL on or before September 30th of the membership year. 

c. Each chapter must have at least one dues-paying advisor. List the chapter advisor as a professional member. 

d. Students who do not pay their membership dues by the appropriate date shall be ineligible to participate in the SPATIAL Competitive Events Program or seek office. 
Step #4 
Establish a consistent meeting time and location within the school.  All meetings should be publicized to the entire student body of the school. 
Step #5
Adopt a budget and identify fund-raising projects that can generate sufficient revenue to support the student-developed program of work. Hold fund-raising projects to sponsor all students who qualify to attend the SPATIAL Conference. 
Step #6
Develop a meaningful program of work that includes the following types of activities:   

· Leadership development 

· Community service 

· Social and recreational activities 
· Professional development.
Step #7

Get students actively involved in local and state activities through attendance:   

· Local chapter meetings. 

· Local committee meetings. 

· State Conference (review the competitive events and workshops in which members can participate.) 
Step #8 
Develop, practice, and refine leadership skills in the SPATIAL chapter. Prepare students to participate in the SPATIAL Competitive Events Program. Contact your state advisor for the dates.
