I. Course Topics

A. Course Description: 2D Art is an advanced course for students interested in drawing, painting, and printmaking.  In this course, students will use a variety of wet and dry media to explore techniques and styles in contour and cross-contour drawing, value and texture drawing, relief and planographic printmaking, portrait and figure drawing/painting, and still life and landscape drawing/painting.  Art history and art criticism will be integrated into each unit of study.

Week 1 – Introduction to class, Drawing pretests, and contour review.

Weeks 12-16 – Still Life Drawing and Painting Unit

Weeks 17-18 – Figure Drawing Unit

Statement of Course Goals and Objectives

Goals: This visual arts course is based on national, state, and district Visual Arts Standards. This course is designed to introduce and/or further student’s knowledge in various art techniques, media use, methods, and processes through exercise and practice. The course will encourage students to inquire, think, concentrate, explore, experiment, problem-solve, write, and to use the acquired knowledge to create quality art through self-expression. Through the visual arts program, students will be able to enhance their critical thinking and motor skills.

Objectives: Students will:
1. Demonstrate an understanding of the Elements of Art;
2. Demonstrate an understanding of the Principles of Design;

3. Demonstrate the proper use of art materials in a safe and responsible manner;

4. Explore and experiment with various art media;

5. Explore and experience a variety of art techniques, styles, and processes;

6. Demonstrate the knowledge to develop, present and defend a portfolio of personal works of art;

7. Describe, analyze, interpret, and judge the artistic merit of artworks through classroom critiques, self-assessments, and art criticism;
8. Create an understanding of aesthetics through evaluating works of art;
9. Develop an understanding of art through art history and cultural heritage;
10. Develop and use art terminology and vocabulary appropriately;
11. Identify the close connection and relationship of other disciplines to the visual arts.

II. Course Requirements

● All major art assignments will have a deadline for submission of completed work and must be turned in at that designated time.  Grading is based on fulfilling stated criteria, creativity, class participation, craftsmanship, developmental skills, comprehension of subject matter, and student effort. 

● In order to demonstrate knowledge of the concepts, techniques, methods, and processes covered in class throughout the semester, students will produce a final art assignment and/or take a written test.

● Any artwork assignments not attempted will result in a zero.

● Any work assignments not finished by the deadline will result in a lower grade – depending on the student’s effort, ability to stay on task, and daily class participation.

● Tests and quizzes will be given to assess comprehension of units of study.

● Students with an excused absence will be allowed to make up missed work within a reasonable time frame. It is the student’s responsibility to find out from the teacher what was missed and what needs to be made up!

● Students are not allowed to acquire more than 10 absences from class. 

● Students are expected to model in all art classes – this is considered class participation, which is factored into your daily grade.
