WORLD HISTORY CP OUTLINING POLICY

This policy is to help you keep your grades up.  Believe me.  IT WORKS!!!  I guarantee you will not know less by doing this.  It is impossible.  Of course the better your outline the better your chance of learning (and retaining) it is.  Since instituting this policy 3 years ago, each year I have had less students with struggling grades than before.  

 

WORLD HISTORY CP OUTLINING POLICY
If you are “below the line.” (D or F on interim or report card) you MUST outline.  When we work on a section, you must outline it and turn it in with the work to get your full credit.  (If the section was class work, you need to have your outline the next day.)
 

1) D or F on interim, then you must outline each section until the next interim.
2) D or F for the 9 weeks, then you must outline every section we study for the next 9 weeks.
3) D or F for the Fall Semester, then you must outline all sections for the Spring Semester. 
 

If you outline even if you are not required to, you will receive a 5 point bonus on the homework.
 

I promise you this will help you understand / retain information better than simply reading and answering questions.
