Course Description

Musical theatre students will study the elements, history, and techniques of musical theatre.  Required performances are an integral part of the course work.

Course Goals

· To provide every student with a positive and supportive environment in which s/he can succeed.

· To provide every student with a diverse and challenging program of study.

· To assist every student in gaining personal growth, high self-esteem, and an appreciation for the art of Musical Theatre.

Note: I can easily accomplish these goals if every student works hard, respects her/himself and others, puts no limits on her/himself, and remembers that all classmates are important members of the Ridge View Musical Theatre class.
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Performance Requirements
All dress rehearsals and performances are test grades
You must sign in before the start of each rehearsal or perform call time to be counted present and on time.  Students are required to attend after school rehearsals as scheduled.  Daily grades are given.  We will rehearse every Monday beginning Jan. 24th until 5:00 PM in the auditorium.

Participation In Class

Students are expected to participate fully in every aspect of the musical theatre program. A daily grade of 5 points will be assigned based on three factors- effort and progress.  
Effort/ Progress - Students will be evaluated daily on the basis of task commitment and progress. Task commitment is an essential component in the study of musical theatre. Many people may have the ability and creativity to pursue excellence in; musical theatre; however, only those who are determined and dedicated will successfully achieve their goals. Having a positive attitude is also an important component in a musical theatre program. Because of musical theatre often involves working on group projects, an atmosphere of cooperation and respect for others is essential. Establishing this kind of classroom environment will ensure that everyone will have fun in the process of learning.
Illness/ Injury – In the case of an extended illness or injury an alternate assignment will be assigned so the student can continue 
to progress.  A note from a doctor is essential.  
Daily Grade Point Deductions – 

-2 point: Gum 

-2 or 3 points: Disruptive behavior (This includes excessive talking.)

-2 or 3 points: Not performing up to potential

The teacher holds the right to add or subtract points.

Performance 

Students are required to participate in all performances and attend all scheduled rehearsals. Students will be given a grade for the rehearsals and performance. Failure to be present may result in the student’s being dismissed from the performance and will have a definite effect on her/his grade.  Students who miss a dress rehearsal will be dismissed from the performance with grade penalty.  
Fundraising

In order to produce a professional experience for your child fundraising is a necessity.  Students will be required to participate in fundraising.  We will discuss fundraising opportunities in class and we welcome new ideas.

Costumes/ Materials
Students need to wear or bring comfortable clothing to move around in dance and drama space.  Students will also need to provide their own appropriate costume for each performance.  Please communicate with the teacher when this is not a possibility due to hardships.  Students also need to provide a 3 ring binder for scripts.
