Course Description:

Spanish IV Honors course is intended for students who wish to develop their proficiency in all four language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing. Students should already have a basic knowledge of the language and culture of Spanish-speaking people and should have attained a reasonable proficiency in listening comprehension, speaking, reading and writing. 

Goals and Expectations:

The goals of Spanish IV Honors are aligned with the South Carolina State Standards for foreign language. In order for students to be successful in this course there are several expectations that must be accomplished. Students are expected to be punctual, prepared and to participate in discussions. Students are also expected to put forth their effort on all homework assigned and to turn in all assignments on due dates. 

Curricular Topic Scope and Sequence:

This course will begin with a review from Spanish III Honors grammar. An integral part of this course is to concentrate in the organization and writing of compositions as well as to prepare the students to analyze, summarize, and draw conclusions from the material they read. The first semester will include a study of the Catrina (partII). The second semester will be dedicated to the preparation for students to take the National Spanish Exam. An important component of the course is a service learning project. The students teach Spanish at Rice Creek Elementary School to 3 years old from September through May. The final exam is a portfolio that students will create from their experiences at Rice Creek.
