2009-2010 Class Syllabus for General Support Lab

Course Description:  Students in the General Support Lab will work on remedial work, test taking skills, writing, math, and reading, to work on meeting the goals of each student’s IEP.  On Monday, Wednesday, and Friday of each week our classroom will be transformed into a Writer’s Workshop, a research-based program that builds and accelerates the development of both strong and struggling writers.  On Tuesday and Thursdays, the class will focus on mathematics, specifically word problems and multi-step problems.  These exercises will help the students better understand and be better prepared in both class and on standardized tests.  As students enter the room each day, they will have a warm up activity, known as a bellringer.  The class will then work on their class work for the day, and then move on to assignments from other classes.
  Goals and Expectations: The specific goals we’ll be working toward are listed on each student’s IEP.  In addition, students are expected to be prepared for my class as well as their other classes.  The General Support Lab is NOT a study hall.  Your child is expected to complete his/her homework at home.  I will provide additional one-on-one assistance and practice, but not empty time to complete work from the previous day.  Furthermore, I expect students to have the necessary supplies each day.  I will have pencils available for 25¢, mechanical pencils for 50¢ and ink pens for 25¢, in case your child has lost materials.  Any student who defaces, destroys, or damages any supplies in my room, will be expected to reimburse me for the item(s).
Scope and Sequence:  Students will make progress toward the goals stated in his/her IEP.

Grading:  Students will be allowed 5 minutes each Friday to compute their current grade and record it in their agenda.  Grades will be computed as follows:
30% Class Work
25% Bellringer Work

25% Participation
10% Work Ethic
10% Ethic/Organization
Discipline: All Ridge View rules, as outlined in the school’s agenda, will be enforced and followed in my classroom.  In addition to the stated rules, I have four basic guidelines that express what I expect in my class.  Your student and I will discuss these guidelines (and examples of each) during the first week of school.  If a student chooses to act against the stated guidelines, his/her grade will suffer; if the act is severe, you will be contacted and he/she will be punished with detention, work detail, and/or referral to administration.  
1. Be prepared and on time for class.

2. Work responsibly and with a positive attitude.

3. Always do your best!

4. Show respect to everyone, including yourself.

5. Have patience and tolerance for others.
