What is Support Lab? What can my child and I expect?
The General Support Lab is a class offered exclusively to students with an Individualized Education Plan (IEP) who are able to learn in the regular classroom.  The purpose of the class is to offer enough support to the student with a disability so that he or she can be successful in the regular curriculum.

Each day students are given remedial work to practice and reinforce previously learned skills in math and language for about 20 minutes of the period.  The remaining 25 minutes are spent on assisting students with other class assignments and content.  Oftentimes this means that every student in the room is working on different assignments, and with varying levels of assistance from the teacher.
Also, students who receive extended time as an accommodation often complete tests and other assignments in the Support Lab.

Guidelines for Success

Every student is expected to abide by the guidelines listed below.  These rules are explained in greater detail in the Course Syllabus and during the first week of school.
1. Have patience and tolerance for others.

2. Show respect to everyone, including yourself.

3. Work responsibly and with a positive attitude.

4. Always, always, always do your best!

5. Follow the school-wide rules set for RVHS.

Consequences
If a student chooses to disregard the school and classroom rules, he or she will be dealt with accordingly:

1. Verbal warning

2. Second verbal warning and removed from the area in which he or she is acting out.

3. Write-up turned into an administrator

*If a student is causing danger to anyone, administrators will be called in and he or she will be removed from the classroom immediately.

Daily Routines
As students enter the classroom, they are expected to pick up the daily Bellringer and work on the activity or journal entry until the tardy bell rings and attendance has been taken.  Then, as a class, the Bellringer is reviewed.  From there the class moves on to the daily remediation assignments.  This will typically deal with the current unit of study, although if a student has a pressing assignment to complete, precedence will be given to that work.  Usually, three days of the week this work will focus on English, and two days are devoted to mathematics.
