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GENERAL SUPPORT LAB
Course Description:  The students in general support lab will work on remediation for math, reading, or both as required to meet the goals of their IEP.  Students will be assisted with all class work for their regular classes.  Students will also develop academic skills and work on increasing their scores on the PSAT, HSAP, SAT, ACT, and other state and district tests.

Goals and Expectations:  Specific goals and expectations are listed for each student on their IEP.  Students will achieve organizational skills and will participate in their daily task logs.  

Scope and Sequence:  All goals are to be mastered as stated in the IEP.

WEEKLY GRADES

You must register in guidance in order to use this valuable tool.

MATERIALS

At the beginning of the year, I will provide the one inch binder and initial notebook paper that is necessary for each student.  Each student will be responsible for refilling notebook paper, pencils, pens and their agenda.  Students are also required to be equipped with text books, school and/or class work that they will need while in my class.  Each student will also need to have a book for silent reading time during the week.  This may be brought from home, checked out in the library or checked out from my room.  

ACCOUNTABILITY

Each student will be held accountable for his or her behavior as well as his or her grade.  While in my class, each student is expected to complete all work and have it turned in on time.  Students will be expected to complete all homework at home, not during support lab.  Support lab is valuable instructional time and I will not be able to give students time to complete homework assignments that should have been completed the night before.  SUPPORT LAB IS NOT A STUDY HALL.  Also, if any student defaces any property in my classroom that I have given to them for use during the school year (for example, their binders), they will be responsible for replacing them.  Each student is held responsible for bringing their own materials to class.  If a student does not have a pencil or pen, they may buy one from me.
